Dan:	 Not really. Someone stole my cat.
Boris:	 Someone stole your cat?
Dan: 	 Yeah. When I came home he wasn’t here.
Boris: 	 Maybe he just went outside. Cats do that.
Dan:	 Maybe you’re right.
Boris: 	 Don’t worry though. Everything is going to be OK. I’m sure he’ll come back soon.
